Survey during parent’s

evening

We are using a short survey
to canvas opinion on two
areas.

The first topic concerns trips and
how working parents can find it
difficult to collect their child from a
different venue. If a trip is close to
school such as The Great Park or
Braywick Nature Reserve we have
traditionally asked parents to collect
from the venue instead of ordering
a coach.
